Day 1 Arrive Montreal
Upon arrival at Montreal International Airport transfer independently by limousine or taxi to your downtown hotel (transfer not
included)
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Day 2 Montreal | Day Tour to Quebec City & Montmorency Falls
Today embark on a full day sightseeing tour from Montreal to Quebec City, at the heart of French Canada. Nowhere else in North
America is the appearance and atmosphere of an old-world city so complete. Quebec City looks and feels very European; perhaps
that is why the entire old section of the town was declared a UNESCO World Heritage Site in 1985. Today qualified guides will help
you discover the enchanting sights which are part of Quebec City’s history. The tour includes a photo stop at Montmorency Falls --
higher than Niagara Falls! Return this evening to Montreal.

Then head to the mouth of the
harbour and into the Northumberland Strait, past Port La Joye/Fort Amherst, the Island’s oldest European settlement.

Then this afternoon depart on a private transfer back over the Confederation Bridge to Halifax.
