Day 1 Vancouver to Jasper | Via Rail

Enjoy lunch cooked over an open
campfire, hot apple cider, and homemade treats.

Day 4 Jasper to Lake Louise | Private Tour | Evening Sleigh Ride

Travel southward along the Icefields Parkway to Lake Louise. This spectacular drive through glacier country features massive
snow covered mountains, frozen waterfalls, broad-reaching valleys. Included this evening is a wonderful 40 minute sleigh ride that
takes place beside the lake.

See the Canadian Rockies from a unique perspective: a sightseeing flight + an alpine snowshoe tour + an ice walk on the ice
bubbles! Take a flight from the Rockies Heli Canada base located on the shores of Abraham Lake. Your heli adventure takes you
into the Cline River valley, glaciers and stunning lakes. Stop at an alpine lake during your flight for a snowshoe experience like no
others. Head up in the deep snow to a lookout overlooking the valley, surrounded by peaks. After lunch at the base, head out for
an ice walk on Abraham Lake to see the famous ice bubbles.
